Dear 4-H Members, 
 
Judging for Fashion Review (Clothing Construction Style Revue, and 
Clothing Shopping in Style) is scheduled for Monday, July 13 at the Ford 
County Fair Building, starting at 6:00 pm and following the schedule below.  
Please arrive 15-20 minutes earlier in case the judging is running ahead of 
schedule.   All clothing construction, style review & shopping in style 
entries must have been pre-entered by July 1 through the FairEntry online 
Program (http://fordcounty-ks.fairentry.com/) for pre-entries.  All 
construction exhibits need to be brought to the Fair Building along with 
other exhibits on Thursday morning, July 16.  This will be Fashion Revue 
judging only.   These additional completed forms must be in the Extension 
office by 5 pm on July 13  or the exhibit result will be dropped one ribbon 
lower at the judging.  
 
Please complete the evaluation scorecard and the script write up and 
return to the Extension Office prior 5 pm on Monday, July 13, or e-mail to 
Ethel at eschnewe@ksu.edu or to Tamara at tarobertson@ksu.edu. 
 
On the Evaluation Scorecard, you need to complete the top half and the 
judges will complete the bottom.  Only youth in the senior category will 
need to complete the “cost per wear” form. 
 
A time schedule has been set up for the day of judging on Monday, July 13.  
These are approximate times.  If we complete an age group early, we may 
start earlier than posted for the next group.

7:00 pm Juniors -- (Girls/Boys Shopping in Style & Constructed 

Fashion Review)  
7:45 pm Intermediates -- (Girls/Boys Shopping In Style & Constructed 

Fashion Review)  
 
Shopping in Style outfits will be judged first and then construction for each 
age group. If you have constructed a garment/outfit you will need to bring 
with you to change into after the Shopping in Style judging is completed. 
 
The Public Revue this year is scheduled for Sunday, July 19, 1:30 pm with the 
4-H Foundation scholarship presentation immediately following the review at 
2:00 pm. Photos/video of the review will also be posted on the Ford County 
Fair’s Facebook page.
